The Sub-Committee considered all the representations made both in person at the hearing, and written submissions in response to the application.  

The Sub-Committee determined the application in reliance on the provisions of the Licensing Act 2003 and the guidance and Statutory Instruments issued thereunder.

The Sub-Committee considered that the application should be determined in the following manner:

1.
The request to extend the hours for supply of alcohol on Friday and Saturday evenings would be granted to a terminal time of 0030 hours.

2.
The request to extend the hours for regulated entertainment by way of recorded music, live music, making music, activities similar to e, f, g, i or j and facilities for dancing, all indoors, would be granted until 0030 hours on Friday and Saturday evenings.

3.
The request to extend the opening hours of the premises are to be granted in respect of Friday and Saturday evenings until 0100 hours. 

4.
The application in relation to external areas would be determined as follows:


The area known as the balcony to be closed and cleared at 2200 hours.


The yard area, as shown on the attached plan, to be closed and cleared at 2230 hours. 


The Sub Committee determined the application in the terms set out above having considered the licensing objectives and, in particular, in reliance on the prevention of public nuisance objective.

The Sub-Committee considered all the representations made, at the hearing, and in writing, the submissions made by the applicant’s solicitors.  The Sub-Committee determined the application in reliance on the provisions of the Licensing Act 2003 and the guidance and Statutory Instruments issued thereunder.

The Sub-Committee considered that the application should be determined in the following manner:

1.
The conditions attached to the licence (1–87 of Annex 2) as a result of the previous public entertainment licence would be removed.

2.
Condition 16 + 25 (last entry time) of Annex 3 would be removed from the licence. 

3.
The request to vary the condition in relation to the requirement to cease use of external areas after 11pm (condition 14 of Annex 3) would be varied so as to remove from this condition the external area referred to as the designated smoking area (see plan attached).

4.
The request for hours for regulated entertainment to be extended was refused.

5.
An extension was granted in relation to the hours for supply of alcohol, which will be as follows:

Sunday – 10am – midnight

Monday to Thursday 10am – 11.30pm

Friday and Saturday 10am – 1.00am

No change was made in relation to the hours for supply of alcohol on Bank Holidays.

6.
The opening hours for the premises were varied as offered by the applicant, and would in each case be 30 minutes after the last time for supply of alcohol, namely 

Sunday 10am – 12.30am

Monday to Thursday 10am – midnight

Friday and Saturday 10am – 1.30-am

The Sub Committee considered each element of the application in the context of the four licensing objectives and determined the application as above in support of the prevention public nuisance objective.

The hours for the provision of regulated entertainment by way of live music, recorded music, facilities for dancing:

 
Sunday to Saturday

12 midday until 12 midnight



New Year’s Eve

12 midday until 0030 hours

The opening hours of the premises will be:


Sunday to Thursday

0600 hours until 0030 hours


Friday, Saturday and

New Year’s Eve

0600 hours until 0130 hours

3.
Committee also agreed to remove the conditions in relation to supply of alcohol ancillary to supply of food (namely conditions in respect of the additional hour provided by the previous restaurant licence).

4.
Committee imposed an additional condition namely that all doors and windows should be closed when regulated entertainment is in progress.

The Committee made their decision in reliance on the Licensing Act 2003 and the objectives set out thereunder and with particular reference to the prevention of public nuisance objective.
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
