REVIEW OF 2007/08 REVENUE BUDGET

3.1
When the budget was prepared for the current year provision was made for increases in pay and prices of 2.5%. The national pay award was slightly less than the amount allowed at 2.475% and the allowance for general inflation has also proved to be reasonably accurate.
3.2
The revised budget is nearly £200,000 higher than the original estimate.  A comparison between the original and revised budgets for each service is shown below.

2008/09 DRAFT REVENUE BUDGET

4.1
My forecast to Policy and Finance Committee in September suggested that next year's base budget could be approximately £7.352 million, compared with the current year of £6.869 million, an increase of £0.483 million (7.0%).

4.2
However as always there are a number of potential problems that could have a significant impact on the budget for 2008/09 and beyond. The immediate ones are:
· Job evaluation – still outstanding appeals and potential equal pay claims.

· Housing stock transfer

· Three-stream waste collection costs.

· Growth items from Service Plans.

· Costs/savings from Longridge sports centre/gymnasium

· Castle museum revenue costs

· Concessionary Travel

· Triennial review of pensions

4.3
My forecast did not include any additional items that might be requested by committees or take account of the revenue implications of the capital programme.

4.4
Next year's provisional financial settlement however is slightly better (£50,000) than I anticipated in September. We will also receive £153,000 next year for the extra costs of the new national concessionary travel scheme. What we have failed to receive is anything under the Government’s new Area Based Grants initiative. This was to replace the funding we received in 2007/2008 of £101,000 to fund Building Safer Communities/Anti Social Behaviour.

4.5
As far as your budget is concerned, the estimates have been prepared on the current levels of service and include provision for pay and price increases of 2.5%.
4.6
The Budget Working Group and Policy and Finance Committee have asked committees/officers to:

· Find corresponding savings for any growth items.

· Officers be asked to find 2.5% overall savings in this base budget

4.7 No growth items or savings have been included in this report.

4.8 To save 2.5% would involve reducing this committee’s budget by just under £100,000

5 HOUSING STOCK TRANSFER

5.1
Obviously the transfer of our housing stock on 1 April 2008 will have a significant impact on next year’s budget. These estimates have been prepared on the basis that the transfer takes place as planned. However, we do show at the end of this report the budget for comparison purposes if our housing stock was retained.

Cemeteries and Closed Burial Grounds - Mandatory

The Council provides a high quality municipal cemetery service at Clitheroe cemetery, primarily for the residents of Ribble Valley.  This includes burials and interment of ashes.  A woodland burial site adjacent to Boy Bank Wood has been created at Clitheroe cemetery.  This offers a natural form of burial, providing important environmental benefits.


The Council is also responsible for several closed churchyards that have been entrusted to the Council within 12 months of their closure.  These are St Bartholomew’s at Chipping, St Mary Magdalene’s and St James’ at Clitheroe and a portion of St Mary’s in Gisburn.
