· The Council has a statutory duty to set its taxbase.  The revenue raised from council tax is used to finance the Council’s priorities, objectives and ambitions.

BACKGROUND

2.1
The Local Government Finance Act 1992 requires each billing authority to calculate the council taxbase for its area or part of its area, eg parish.

2.2
In the past this calculation could not be delegated and had to be approved by the Council.  You may recall regulations were changed in 2004 to allow the setting of the taxbase to be delegated.

2.3
At your meeting on 20 November 2007 you delegated to the Director of Resources the calculation of the taxbase.  The final calculation must be made and approved between 1 December and 31 January.

3
THE CALCULATION

3.1
The Taxbase for 2008/09 is as per the calculation reported to your November meeting as set out in Annex 1.  The calculation has now been agreed by the Chairman and Shadow Chairman of this Committee.

3.2
The total taxbase for 2008/09 is 22,299.  We are received nearly all of the precept notifications from parishes for next year and will be reporting them in due course.
