DECRIMINALISED PARKING ENFORCEMENT

The Engineering Manager submitted a report informing Committee of the proposals for the introduction of decriminalised parking enforcement throughout Lancashire and the impact it would have on this Council.  He was seeking authorisation of this Committee to negotiate with the Lancashire County Council regarding the details for the implementation of this and the resetting of the penalty charge notice level at £60.  He reminded Committee of the background with regard to the responsibility for the management of on-street parking enforcement in that this is being transferred from the police to the Local Authority.  He informed Committee that under the Road Traffic Act 1991, the parking offences had been decriminalised and the offence was now a civil one and the penalty charge notice payments collected are retained by the Local Authority to fund the on-street enforcement service.  Where the payment is not received procedures would be put in place to recover the debt through the magistrates courts and bailiff services.  Where the Local Authority decides to adopt these powers the change in the enforcement process would also apply to off-street car parks which would mean that our current penalty charges would need to be altered to ensure a consistency of approach to enforcement.  

The Engineering Manager informed Committee that as this Council does not currently have specific parking strategies or policies, a parking strategy would need to be prepared and submitted for consideration in due course.   New orders under the Road Traffic Act 1991 would also be required to carry out the enforcement and control of the Council's car parks.  He reported that the Lancashire County Council are setting up a central enforcement contract to provide parking attendants for each district with a service level agreement between the district and the successful contractor.  However, it was felt that the Borough Council should not enter into this agreement but alternatively directly employ its own attendants which would allow a greater degree of control in the deployment of the attendants and allow them to carry out other duties as required.  The Engineering Manager informed Committee that the implementation date of this had been put back from April to July 2004.  He informed Committee of the risk assessment with regard to resources and how the draft financial model operates.  He also informed Committee that the cost of establishing of the operation would be met by the County Council which would also include computer hardware and software as well as tariff/information signs on the pay and display car parks which would need replacing.

Of utmost importance is the Council's reputation in this matter which could be both positive and negative.  He informed Committee that publicity would need to be handled carefully and sensitively when informing the public of the new arrangements.
