DRAFT PLANNING POLICY STATEMENT 12 – LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORKS AND OTHER ASSOCIATED CONSULTATION PAPERS

The Chief Planning Officer submitted a report on emerging Government Policy in relation to the operation of the planning system.  The changes related to the production and use of development plans and they were fundamentally different to the current arrangements.  He informed the Members that the changes would have significant resource implications and details of these were described in the report.

At this stage the Government were seeking views on:

· Draft Planning Policy Statement 12 – local development frameworks.

· Draft Town and Country Planning (Transitional Arrangements) (England) Regulations 1004.

· Draft Town and Country Planning (Local Development) (England) Regulations 2004.

· Consultation Draft Local Development Frameworks – guide to procedures and Code of Practice.

· Creating local development frameworks – consultation draft on the process of preparing local development frameworks.

The Chief Planning Officer informed the Members that the consultation draft on the Planning Policy Statement was the key document in this set of papers and will replace the current Planning Policy Guide No 12 which was entitled Development Plans.  The guidance contained within it linked to a new development plan system which was to be introduced in the planning and compulsory purchase bill which would receive its royal ascent in the spring of 2004.

Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan – PARTIAL REVIEW
