PURPOSE

1.1
To consider the allocation of unallocated voluntary sector grants as proposed by a sub-group of this committee, in accordance with the scheme approved in November 2006.

2 BACKGROUND

2.1
On 1 April this committee approved the allocation of £85,250 from a budget provision of £88,440 in support of several voluntary sector organisations for the financial year 2008/09.

2.2
This committee subsequently approved a £500 contribution towards the cost of Downham Village Hall web site.  £2,690 remains unallocated.

2.3
Recently another application has been received, a copy of which was circulated to Councillors M Ranson, R Sherras, S Hore and A Knox for them to consider and make recommendation for the allocation of the available funds.

3 ISSUES

3.1 The application was from the Little Green Bus, previously known as Ribble Valley Community transport, a member of Trinity Community Partnership.  In order to sustain the future of community transport in the Ribble Valley it is in the process of becoming independent and is therefore seeking a contribution of £4,500 towards set up costs.

3.2 The above members recommend that this committee support the application and allocate the remaining £2,690.
