This permission shall be implemented in accordance with the proposal as amended by letter and plan received on 4 January 2006.


REASON:  For the avoidance of doubt since the proposal was the subject of agreed amendments.

2.
Precise specifications and samples of walling and roofing materials and details of any window and door surrounds including materials to be used shall have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed works.


REASON:  In order that the Local Planning Authority may ensure that the materials to be used are appropriate to the locality in accordance with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.

Notwithstanding the submitted plan, precise details of the type and method of air filtration and extraction systems shall be approved, in writing, by the Local Planning Authority and this shall be installed and be operative prior to the business being in use.

REASON:   in order that the Local Planning Authority may ensure that the materials to be used are appropriate to the locality in accordance with Policies G1 and ENV3 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.

No development approved by this permission shall be commenced until a scheme for the containment and storage of manure has been approved by the Local Planning Authority.  Such a scheme shall be constructed and completed in accordance with approved plans.


REASON:  To prevent pollution of the water environment in accordance with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.

The development hereby permitted shall not be commenced until details of the landscaping of the site, including wherever possible the retention of existing trees, have been submitted to, and approved in writing by, the Local Planning Authority.  The scheme shall indicate, as appropriate, the types and numbers of trees and shrubs, their distribution on site, those areas to be seeded, turfed, paved or hard landscaped, including details of any changes of level or landform and the types and details of all fencing and screening.  


The approved landscaping scheme shall be implemented in the first planting season following occupation or use of the development, whether in whole or part and shall be maintained thereafter for a period of not less than 5 years to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority.  This maintenance shall include the replacement of any tree or shrub which is removed, or dies, or is seriously damaged, or becomes seriously diseased, by a species of similar size to those originally planted.

PROPOSED DEMOLITION OF EXISTING BUILDING AND CONSTRUCTION OF DIY STORE, ASSOCIATED GARDEN CENTRE, CAR PARKS AND LANDSCAPING AT QUEENSWAY, HIGHFIELD ROAD, CLITHEROE 

REFUSED for the following reasons:

1.
The proposal by virtue of its design, scale and massing would represent an incongruous element in the street scene to the detriment of the visual amenity and also affect the setting of the Clitheroe Conservation Area.  As such, the proposal is contrary to Policies G1 and ENV16 of the Districtwide Local Plan.

2.
The proposal by virtue of the development proposed, would affect the vitality and viability of Clitheroe town centre shops and as such be contrary to Policy S2 of the Districtwide Local Plan and advice contained in PPS6 – town centres and retail development – Planning for Town Centres.

Note(s):

1.
This consent requires the construction, improvement or alteration of an access to the public highway.  Under the Highways Act 1980 Section 184 the County Council as Highway Authority must specify the works to be carried out.  Only the Highway Authority or a contractor approved by the Highway Authority can carry out these works and therefore before any access works can start you must contact the Environment Directorate for further information by telephoning the Area Surveyor East on 01254-823831 or writing to the Area Surveyor East, Area Office, Riddings Lane, Whalley quoting the planning application number.

The grant of planning permission will require the applicant to enter into an appropriate Legal Agreement, with the County Council as Highway Authority.  The Highway Authority hereby reserves the right to provide the highway works within the highway associated with this proposal.  Provision of the highway works includes design, procurement of the work by contract and supervision of the works.  The applicant should be advised to contact the Environment Director at PO Box 9, Guild House, Cross Street, Preston PR1 8RD in the first instance to ascertain the details of such an agreement and the information to be provided.

The offsite works of highway improvement include the mini roundabout, access road up to the site boundary, junction improvements at Highfield Road and associated signing, lighting and lining modifications.

The latest list of submitted plans from RGP Architects sent 17 January 2006 does not include Sanderson Associates plan of the improved Highfield Road junction although the actual drawings no.3366/04E and 3366/12 were both enclosed. 

5.
Plan 6368/PL103 does not include the junction modifications or the ramp along Queensway towards the Toucan from the indicated stepped approach. See RGP plan 6368 102A submitted with the transport assessment and considered an essential feature for the mobility impaired. This plan should now also refer to the upgraded crossing as a 'Toucan'.

In relation to condition 7 the applicant is expected to enter in to an appropriate legal agreement between the relevant parties to secure the necessary cycling and public transport improvements.
