REPORT OF HOUSING BUSINESS PLANNING GROUP

Consideration was given to the written report and introduction by the Director of Community Services which outlined the work of the Housing Business Planning Working Group and which sought a decision from Council as to how to proceed with this important matter. 

Following the Council's decision in August 2005 to retain its housing stock, Council officers had been instructed to draw up a business plan for the maintenance and improvement of the stock within the reasonable resources of the Council.  A business planning working group had been convened, to review the work which had been carried out by our consultants and to verify their recommendations.

The report concluded that the working group had been unable to devise an affordable plan to maintain and improve the Council’s housing stock.  The report outlined a number of options available to the Council to progress the matter.  The Director requested Council to consider the results of the work of the business planning working group and to determine how to proceed.  

Councillor J Hill proposed the suspension of Standing Orders 12(10) (length of speech) and 12(11) (member speak more than once) for this particular agenda item.  

This proposal was seconded by Councillor Rawson and agreed.  

Councillor R Sherras proposed that “The Council refer the matter to the Policy and Finance Committee to commence discussions with our current registered social landlord partners and if necessary other social landlords, with a view to the possible transfer of the Council's housing stock.  The results of these discussions to be reported to Council before a final decision is taken.”  

The proposal was seconded by Councillor J Holgate.

The matter was then debated and concerns were expressed relating to the Decent Homes Standard, present Government Housing Policies and financial implications.

That “The Council refer the matter to the Policy and Finance Committee to commence discussions with our current registered social landlord partners and if necessary other social landlords, with a view to the possible transfer of the Council's housing stock.  The results of these discussions to be reported to Council before a final decision is taken. “

LEADER’S REPORT

The Leader of the Council updated Members on developments in Council activity since the last meeting.  He reported that he had recently met with the Leader of Lancashire County Council to discuss a number of key issues for the borough including the waste management strategy, resident parking schemes, the dual use agreement for Longridge Sports Centre, the shared service contact centre and Ribble Valley Lancashire Locals.

The Leader welcomed recent initiatives to allow authorities to take over the management and control of long term empty properties and to be able to let such properties to tenants.  

He went on to highlight the role of the Council in promoting the citizenship agenda with young people and was pleased to report that a contingent of 60 young people form Clitheroe Royal Grammar School were due to visit the Council in the coming weeks.  

The Leader informed Members of plans for the Annual Public Meeting which was to be held on 11 April 2006 in the Read and Simonstone ward.  

He also mentioned the restructuring of the Ribble Valley local strategy partnership, the construction of the waste transfer station, recycling credits, the pilot waste collection service and proposals for local government reform.  

Finally, the Leader reaffirmed the Council's commitment to use its resources for the well-being and economic prosperity of all Ribble Valley residents.

LEADER’S QUESTION TIME

Councillor F Dyson, Shadow Leader, referred to two letters from a local property developer.  In these letters reference was made to the helpful involvement of the Leader, past and present members of staff in dealing with planning applications.  Councillor Dyson advised the Leader to exercise caution and be aware of planning protocol.

The Leader responded that he had never seen these letters and was concerned at the implied accusations.  He added that he was well aware of planning protocols and the Code of Conduct for Members.  He totally refuted the implied comments of Councillor Dyson and asked to see the letters.  Councillor Dyson handed the letters to the Leader.

Councillor Dyson then asked the Leader if he would take the opportunity in the future to press home the message that the Sustainability Agenda must be put into action.  The Leader confirmed that he would support sustainability of all relevant Ribble Valley schemes.  

Finally, Councillor Dyson asked for an update on the shared service contact centre.  The Leader confirmed that the early stages of the contact centre at the Council with the introduction of the three stream waste collection had started well.
