(The Building and Development Control Manager submitted an additional representation he had received).

SABDEN VILLAGE CAR PARK – EXTENSION OF PAY AND DISPLAY

The Director of Community Services submitted a report requesting Committee to consider whether or not to introduce a scheme of charging for parking by way of pay and display on the public car park in the village of Sabden.

The Street Scene Manager reported that discussions had taken place with the Sabden Parish Council and that he had also attended two public meetings in the village where strong opposition to the proposal had been expressed.  Councillor Fielding also expressed his opposition to the proposal.  

The Street Scene Manager then reminded Members that the Committee had a long standing policy to introduce charging for parking on its car parks where it was considered appropriate.  The car park in Sabden had been identified as a suitable location for charging and he suggested that the following arrangements should be adopted:

· That the car park be designated as a long stay car park.

· That charges apply either on all days, Monday to Friday or Monday to Saturday.

· That charges apply between 8.00am – 6.00pm or 9.00am – 5.00pm.

· That the tariff be:

30p up to 1 hour

70p up to 4 hours

£1.40 up to 8 hours.

· That long stay parking permits be available on this car park.

The standard terms and conditions of use of the car park as applied to other Council car parks should similarly be adopted.

Committee agree to introduce charging for parking by way of pay and display on the village car park at Sabden as soon as is practicable on the basis of the terms suggested in the report of the Director of Community Services; and

the Director of Resources make arrangements forthwith for incorporating this car park within the existing car park regulation order.

CCTV – CONTRACT FOR THE PROVISION OF MONITORING OFFICE STAFF

The Director of Community Services submitted a report in respect of the future staffing arrangements for the CCTV Monitoring Office.  He informed Members that the present one year extension to the contract with Broadland Guarding Services would expire on 31 March 2006 but there was an option to extend the contract again for another year.

He suggested that from a practical and financial point of view the most appropriate course of action would be to approve this further extension and during the next 12 months review the service specification in light of experience.
