2 BACKGROUND

2.1 The role of the Community Sports Facilitator is to provide sporting opportunity for marginalized and disadvantaged young people. The role involves working closely with the Police and Young Peoples Service to target these young people positively into these activities or opportunities. 

2.2 The summer months can often mean many potential problems for the public services. The police service, fire service, and borough council services can often become stretched over holiday periods when young people are out of school and have a shortage of activities to get involved in.

2.3 The Community Safety Partnership with the borough council has identified this need to occupy young peoples time and has set up a calendar of diversionary activities during the months of July and August.  

2.4 The Community Sports Facilitator through working with a group of young people has successfully bid for external funding to enable these activities to take place which will include, paying for hire of facilities, marketing and promotion, purchase of equipment, and volunteer development.

ISSUES

3.1 The will be three strands to the summer activities and are as follows;

a) Regular Activities – These are sessions that will take place every week. Examples are Ribble Valley Sports Club, which takes place every Friday evening and alternates between Longridge and Clitheroe and is free for 12-16 year olds. There are also sessions being run every week as part of the ‘Sport Unlimited’ scheme which is another multi sport activity endorsed by Sport England to meet the governments five hour offer encouraging more young people to be active. 

b) One Off Events – These are five one off activity days happening in; Longridge, Clitheroe, Whalley, Slaidburn, and Grindleton. These days will include led walks, orienteering, cycling, climbing, and ‘the Grand’  mobile Skatepark.

c) Competitions – These are various open sports competitions we hold free of charge. This year we will be looking at five-a-side football, dodgeball, and Speedminton competitions.
