St Michael & St John’s Primary School had submitted a written request to reschedule the parking fees on Lowergate car park to assist in alleviating traffic congestion around the school in the morning.  Both of these proposals had been discussed at the last meeting of the Car Park Working Group.  

Councillors M Sutcliffe and A Yearing then requested permission to address the Committee.  This was approved and Councillor Sutcliffe set out the problems which were being experienced at the Ribblesdale Nursery School at 9am and 3pm, and asked the Committee to consider granting permission for a 10-15 minute slot on the Whalley Road car park to allow children to be taken to school or picked up.  She gave details of a survey of available spaces which had been made at these times and suggested that it might be an ideal opportunity for the Committee to address road safety problems.  Councillor Yearing reiterated Councillor Sutcliffe’s comments in respect of St Michael & St John’s Primary School.  Both Councillor Sutcliffe and Yearing then left the meeting during the discussion on the item.  The Engineering Manager informed the Committee of new waiting restrictions which were being introduced by the County Council in the area. He suggested that further discussions should be held with the schools and that the waiting restrictions which were being proposed by the County Council should be discussed at the next meeting of the Lancashire Locals Committee.
