BACKGROUND

At its meeting on 13 June 2006 Committee approved the carrying out of a consultation exercise on the making of a Designation Order under Section 13 of the Criminal Justice and Police Act 2001 in respect of the Wilpshire, Clayton-le-Dale, Ramsgreave and Salesbury Parishes.

Following agreement with the Police on the boundaries of the area to be covered by the Order, a consultation letter was sent to licensees, the owners or occupiers of any land affected, the Parish Councils and Ward Councillors.  A copy of that consultation letter and map of the area proposed are attached at Appendix A to this report.
