CONSULTATION ON DRAFT REGULATIONS AND ORDER – PERSONAL LICENCES

The Director of Legal Services submitted a report setting out details of the Government’s Consultation Paper on the Draft Regulations and Order to be made under the Licensing Act 2003.  The purpose of the Consultation Paper was to seek views on the Draft Regulations. 

The report of the Director of Legal Services related to personal licences which would authorise individuals to sell or supply alcohol or authorise the sale or supply of alcohol for consumption on or off premises, for which a premises Licence was in force for the carrying on of that activity.  Details of the qualifications required for a personal licence were reported to Committee. 

Members of the Committee made a number of observations relating to “foreign offences”, the endorsement of photographs and the requirements for a Criminal Record Board Disclosure Form.

CONSULTATION ON DRAFT REGULATIONS AND ORDER – HEARINGS

The Director of Legal Services submitted a report requesting Committee to respond to a Government Consultation Paper on the Draft Regulations and Order to be made under the Licensing Act 2003.  The report informed Members that the Draft Regulations prescribed the procedure to be followed in relation to a Hearing held by a Licensing Authority under the Act and in relation to those Hearings the procedure to be followed by Licensing Committees and their Sub-Committees.  The Act only required the Licensing Authority to hold a Hearing in order to resolve an issue which was the subject of objection or representations.

Committee made a number of observations as follows:

· whether the Police should be notified of every Hearing;

· could the records of Hearing be kept on a computer?

· what sanction could be taken against persons who did not comply with the procedures?

· who was responsible for publishing notice of the Hearing?

· how soon after the completion of the Hearing must the decision be issued?

CONSULTATION ON DRAFT REGULATIONS AND ORDER – PREMISES LICENCES

The Director of Legal Services submitted a report requesting Committee to consider a Government Consultation Paper on Draft Regulations and Order to be made under the Licensing Act 2003.  The report related to Premises Licences and Club Premises certificates and set out how applications for Premises Licences should be made.

Members suggested that:

· the regulations relating to the scale of plans which were submitted to the Licensing Authority should be consistent;

· that Parish Councils should be added to the list of responsible Authorities who must be informed of all applications for Premises Licences.

CONSULTATION ON DRAFT REGULATIONS AND ORDER – TRANSITIONAL ARRANGEMENT

The Director of Legal Services submitted a report requesting Committee to respond to a Government Consultation Paper on Draft Regulations and Order to be made under the Licensing Act 2003.  The report set out provisions for dealing with the transition from the old licensing regimes to the unified system of licensing provided under the Act.  It provided special arrangements and privileges which allowed certain holders of existing Licences and Club Registration Certificates to apply to convert these into Personal and Premises Licences and Club Premises Certificates.  The provisions recognised that each of the Licence and Certificate holders had already been approved by one of the existing Licensing Authorities for the purpose of carrying out licensable activities.  Only the Police were able to intervene on grounds relating to the Crime Prevention Objective.

CONSULTATION ON DRAFT REGULATIONS AND ORDER – LICENSING REGISTERS

The Director of Legal Services submitted a report requesting Committee to respond to a Government Consultation Paper on Draft Regulations and Order to be made under the Licensing Act 2003.  He informed Committee that Licensing Authorities were required under Section 8 of the Act to keep a register containing records of Premises Licences, Club Premises Certificates and Personal Licences issued by them and Temporary Event Notices notified to them.  Schedule 3 to the Act comprised a detailed list of matters to be recorded in the Licensing Register which would be available for inspection by any person during office hours and without payment.  Copies of entries in the Register could also be obtained but the Authority could charge for the cost of making the copies.

LICENSING OF DOOR SUPERVISORS

The Director of Legal Services submitted a report reminding Committee of the arrangements which would apply for the licensing of door supervisors under the Licensing Act 2003.  He informed Members that applications for the licensing of door supervisors in the Ribble Valley were now being accepted by the Security Industry Authority and that it would be against the law to work as a door supervisor in the Ribble Valley without a Licence from them after 15 November 2004.
