During October-December 2005 the percentage of applications refused was 17%, in January-March 2006 it was 15% and in this quarter it was 14%.
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3.1.1 “Major” applications are ones that have more than 1000m2 floor space or where the number of dwellings to be constructed is 10 or more.

3.1.2 The Council’s targets for 2006/07 are:

60% of Major applications in 13 weeks

65% of Minor applications in 8 weeks

80% of Other applications in 8 weeks

3.1.3 It is evident from the tables that the national targets and Development Control Service Plan targets have been exceeded by a considerable amount in all instances.  This must be welcomed as a service improvement with applicants receiving quicker decisions.  I consider that this improvement in part reflects both the increased effort from all planning staff as well as an increase in pre-application advice enabling decisions to be made earlier.

90% of Other applications were determined in 8 weeks during April-June 2006


(National target = 80%, 2006/07 Service Plan target = 70%)
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The Major applications target has again been met this quarter with all of the applications being determined within 13 weeks.  The major applications determined during this quarter were for: Construction of indoor riding arena at land at Robinsons Farm, Easington Road Slaidburn; extension and refurbishment of workshop at former MAFF Building, Taylor Street, Clitheroe; proposed expansion of existing dairy cow accommodation, replacement slurry storage and associated landscaping (Resubmission) at Withgill Farm, Mitton and erection of 48 no. extra care apartments and bungalows at Fell View, Barnacre Road, Longridge.  Members may be aware of recent local press articles that highlighted the fact that Ribble Valley Borough Council was in fact the best in the North West in determining major proposals.             

This quarter has seen a 14% increase from the last quarter in the determination of Minor applications.  The determination of Other applications has remained at a high level with a 6% increase from last quarter’s figure.  For members’ information 94% of householder applications were determined within 8 weeks.   

3.2 Prior determination applications

3.2.1 These include both agricultural determinations and all other determination applications such as telecommunication proposals.

3.2.2 The number of determinations applications received was 6, 5 of these were agricultural determinations and 1 was a telecommunications determination.  The number of determinations applications on which we requested full details was 4 and these were all agricultural determinations.

3.3 Fees

3.3.1 The relevant fees generated in the quarter were £64,358, which represents an increase of £1,313 from last quarter.  In percentage terms this is an increase of approximately 2%.  The difference in fees is only slight probably because the number of applications received this quarter has not vastly increased from the previous quarter.
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
