The campaign is aimed at the 18 to 44 age group.

The campaign will run from the launch through October and November 2006.

3.3
The purpose of the campaign is twofold, firstly to remind people in the target group of recommended sensible drinking levels and secondly to recommend a pattern of drinking which is better for health and less likely to lead to alcohol dependency.

The key message is alternate drinks, ie 

i.
alternate the days when you drink and the places in which you drink.

ii.
alternate drinks – have an alcoholic drink, followed by a soft drink.

iii.
alternate drinking sessions – have non-alcohol based drinking sessions as well as alcohol based.
