PRESENTATION BY MRS SUE REED

Mrs Sue Reed, Director of Nursing at the Lancashire Teaching Hospitals NHS Trust gave a presentation on the issue of whether the Trust should apply for NHS Foundation Trust status.

Mrs Reed outlined the principles of the Foundation Trust, and provided background information on the work of the Lancashire Teaching Hospitals Trust which was recognised as a three star high performing trust.  In addition, she outlined a range of benefits which would be available through the establishment of a Foundation Trust and proposed improvements to services which could be achieved over a five year period.  Mrs Reed explained the key roles played by the Board of Governors of the Foundation Trust and how people could be elected to those roles.  

Finally, Mrs Reed recommended the consultation document on a Foundation Trust to Members, and confirmed that any comments would be incorporated into the Lancashire Teaching Hospitals Trust’s application which was to be submitted in June with a final decision being taken in July.  If the application were to be successful, the Foundation Trust would be established in October 2004.  Members raised a number of questions which Mrs Reed was pleased to answer.  The Mayor thanked Mrs Reed for her very informative presentation.
