They are informed that there are no remaining land lines available on our exchange, which could be a serious handicap if someone wants a new line dedicated to broadband or whatever. BT don't seem to be interested in us because we are a small exchange anyway. is this situation common in the Ribble Valley, and can we enlist the efforts of the Borough Council in helping us, and others resolve the problem?
