A copy of the minutes of that meeting were submitted to Committee.

The Engineering Manager informed the Committee that the County Council intended to go ahead with work at the bus station during this financial year and would only consider the alternative scheme which had been submitted if additional funding of £60,000 could be found and if the Parish Council agreed to the proposal.

The Parish Council had now decided to approve the original plans.  As a result of this the possibility of providing parking provision alongside the bus station at some time in the future would no longer be a practicable option.  Under the circumstances the question of additional funding as mentioned by the County Council was not relevant unless the Parish Council could be persuaded to change their decision.  The Engineering Manager informed the Members that the position therefore was that the County Council would proceed with the cosmetic improvements to the present bus stands during the financial year and the opportunity to develop the whole of the gardens and the bus stand area into a transport interchange with a multi-functional open space that could be used for car parking and/or other cultural activities would be lost for the foreseeable future.

FERRARIS COUNTRY HOUSE HOTEL LTD – SECTION 106 AGREEMENT

The Director of Legal Services submitted a report setting out details of a request from the proprietors of Ferraris Country House Hotel Ltd for consent to vary the total number of visitors to the hotel on up to six occasions a year.  He reminded Members that the planning permission had been accompanied by a Section 106 Agreement which provided as follows:-

“Once the function room the subject of the development, has been completed, not without the written consent of the Council first being obtained, to allow more than 200 people to visit the entire building and its curtilage at any one point in time”.

The proprietors of the hotel now wished to apply for consent to vary the number of 200 people on up to six occasions per year.  The Director of Legal Services informed Members that he was anxious to avoid a situation where the proprietors were continually applying for consent and each request had to be taken to Committee for approval or rejection.  He had therefore discussed with the owners the possibility of coming to an agreement whereby the Council would give consent in advance to the number of 200 being exceeded on a limited number of occasions each year.  The basis of such an agreement would be as follows:

· the number of occasions on which the limit could be exceeded would not exceed six in any one calendar year;

· the number of visitors would not exceed 250 on these limited occasions.  This number would not include members of the Ferrari family or their staff;

· when taking a booking for one of these limited occasions, it would be a condition that the customer must guarantee that at least 50 persons would be transported by minibus or a coach;

· the owners of Ferraris would inform the Council in writing of such occasions when the bookings were confirmed and the minibus/coach arrangements would be set out in the letter.  If the Council did not raise any objection to any such booking within 14 days of notification, then the booking would stand.  If a booking was subsequently cancelled then an alternative booking would be able to be made subject to the total number of bookings not exceeding six in any calendar year.

That the report of the Director of Legal Services be noted and the Council enter into an agreement with Ferraris Country House Hotel on the basis set out above for a trial period of 12 months.
