PURPOSE

1.1
To consider the allocation of voluntary sector grants as proposed by a sub-group of this committee, in accordance with the scheme approved in November 2006.

2 BACKGROUND

2.1
The Council has a number of grant schemes in operation including specific ones such as recreation grants, culture grants and sports grants to more general ones administered mainly by Policy and Finance Committee.

2.2
On 21 November this committee approved a review of the way the Council administers general grants.

2.3
In accordance with the review a voluntary grant sub-group of this Committee was established to consider the application received and recommend the allocation of funds.

 2.4
On 21 February Councillors C Holtom, R Sherras, R Thompson, J Sutcliffe, and G Sowter met to consider the applications received.

3 ISSUES

3.1
The Council received 16 applications totalling over £155,000. The funds available were £88,440.
The sub group considered each application in detail. 

3.2
After careful consideration the sub group recommends the allocation of grants as shown at appendix 1.

3.3
Not all funds have been allocated. The sub group recommends any surplus funds to be used to fund ad hoc grant applications that may arise during the year.

3.4
The sub group also highlighted that continuing support for Citizen Advice Bureau at the current level, restricts the support of other voluntary organisations and may in the future be reduced. They recommend that the CAB be advised accordingly.

RECOMMENDATION

4.1 Approve the allocation of grants as proposed by the voluntary grant sub-group.

4.2
Set aside surplus funds to fund ad hoc applications.
