Council MINUTES

The minutes of the meeting of the Council held on 31 August 2004 were confirmed as a correct record with the correction to minute 318 to delete the word ‘unanimously’ and signed by the Chairman.  Councillor Sowter gave his concerns about the rules for Leader’s Question Time.  The Chief Executive agreed to establish a small working group to discuss incorporating arrangements for Leader’s Question Time into our Standing Orders.

LEADER’S REPORT

The Leader of the Council, Councillor John Hill, presented a report on the on-going work of the Council on specific key issues.  He outlined the Conservative Group’s key priorities for the Council which he hoped would be incorporated into the Revised Corporate Plan.

The Leader went on to give brief details of 3 specific issues, namely:

· The council tax rate for 2005/6

· Support for the Muslim community in its search for a suitable site for a mosque; and

· Consideration of the Transfer of the Council dwellings.

The Leader emphasised the importance of the role that the public had to play in local democracy and stated that he would be asking the Chief Executive to prepare a Customer Charter in order to demonstrate the Council’s commitment to high standards of public service. 

Finally, the Leader thanked the Chief Executive, officers and staff of the Council for their continued support and efforts to make Ribble Valley an excellent place to live, work and relax.

LEADER’S QUESTION TIME

Councillor Frank Dyson, Shadow Leader, responded to the Leader’s remarks.  He made reference to the range of priorities which the Leader had listed in his speech.  He asked the Leader what action had been taken regarding issues relating to decriminalised parking and residents parking in Clitheroe.   

Councillor Dyson raised concerns relating to traffic in the towns and villages and finally referred to the Leader’s proposal to reduce paperwork by 25% in the current year.  The Leader responded to Councillor Dyson’s questions in particular updating him on the lack of response from Lancashire County Council relating to proposed residents parking in Clitheroe.

Councillor David Berryman submitted a written question relating to the position of a CCTV camera on Waterloo Road, Clitheroe.  He noted that the camera did not monitor Holden Street where the Medina Islamic Education Centre was situated, and which had been subject to a number or attacks over recent years.  He requested that the Leader to ask for a review of the camera’s position to be carried out.

The Leader thanked Councillor Berryman for his question and confirmed that the positioning of the CCTV camera had been agreed following consultations between the Council and the Police, with a view to maximising the effectiveness of the camera in covering a number of strategic locations in the area.  The position of the camera had been reviewed since its installation and it is considered that the camera is sited in the best location available.
