DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest at the meeting.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

There was no public participation.

REVENUE BUDGET 2005/06

The Director of Finance submitted a report outlining the revised revenue budget for 2004/05, together with a draft revenue budget for 2005/06 for submission to the Policy and Finance Committee.  He informed Committee that the revised budget for 2004/05 was £25,150 lower than the original estimate and he gave the main reasons for this decrease.

The Director of Finance reminded Committee of his forecasts for the draft revenue budget for 2005/06.  He also informed Committee that the tri-annual review of the Superannuation fund was due and that our employer’s contribution rate would increase from the current 9.7% to 15.6% from the 1 April 2005.  This would mean an eventual increase of £250,000 per annum to the Council’s revenue budget.  However this increase would be phased in over a 3-year period.

He reminded Members of the Budget Working Group’s guidelines to committees in respect of budgetary savings and additional spending request. 

Committee examined the various budget headings contained in the report along with the additional spending requests that had been made by the various officers.  The Members that attended the meeting that were not on the Community Committee were given permission to speak on the budget items.

RESOLVED:
That

Committee approve the 2005/06 revenue budget as amended;

2.
Committee confirm the additional spending requests be deleted with the exception of the filters at Ribblesdale Pool - £6,000 and the estimated operational costs of £40,000 for the waste transfer station and that the £17,000 to rebuild the cemetery wall be added to the Capital Programme.

3.
Committee approve the proposed fees and charges as set out;

4.
Committee submit the revenue budget to Policy and Finance Committee; and

5.
a report be submitted to Policy and Finance Committee on an alterative use/transfer of the Platform Gallery.

REVISED CAPITAL PROGRAMME 2004/05 AND PROPOSED PROGRAMME 2005/10

The Director of Finance submitted a report asking Committee to approve the revised programme for the current year and to look at the future 5-year capital programme for this Committee.

With regard to the capital programme for 2005/10 it was felt that until the proper investigations had been made with regard to the Longridge Sports Centre that the replacement of the carpet for the synthetic pitch be pushed back to 2006/07.
