No materials or goods for sale shall be stored/displayed outside the buildings except in the screened external display areas indicated on drawing No. 3365-03; unless the Local Planning Authority gives prior written permission for outside storage/display on any other parts of the site.


REASON:  In the interests of visual amenity and to comply with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.

5.
Prior to being discharged into any watercourse, surface water sewer or soakaway system, all surface water drainage from parking areas shall be passed through trapped gullies with an overall capacity compatible with the site being drained.


REASON: To prevent pollution of the water environment in accordance with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.

6.
No development approved by this permission shall be commenced until a scheme for the disposal of foul and surface waters has been approved by the Local Planning Authority.  Such a scheme shall be constructed and completed in accordance with the approved plans.

The café use shall be restricted to the first floor of the glazed link only, and shall not at any time be increased in size unless a further planning permission has first been granted in respect thereof.

Under the terms of the Water Resources Act 1991, the prior written consent of the Environment Agency may be required for any discharge of sewage or trade effluent into water including groundwater and may be required for any discharge of surface water liable to contamination of such controlled waters or for any discharge of sewage or trade effluent from buildings or fixed plant or into waters which are not controlled waters.  Such consents must comply with the requirements of the Groundwater Regulations 1998 including prior investigation, technical precautions and requisite surveillance and may be withheld.  (Controlled waters include rivers, streams, groundwater, reservoirs, estuaries and coastal waters).

Details of any proposed surface water outfalls, which should be constructed entirely within the bank profile, must be submitted to the Environment Agency for approval in accordance with the Water Resources Act 1991.

The surface water for any area liable to contamination should go to the foul sewer for which the consent of United Utilities Limited is required. 

4.
The granting of planning permission does not entitle a developer to obstruct a right of way and any proposed stopping up or diversion of a right of way should be the subject of an Order under the appropriate Act.  Footpath No. 13 is within the site.
