INFORMATION

Members will recall previous reports where Committee have considered the need to request the Secretary of State to approve the retention of local plan policies under the provisions of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004.  A list of policies where retention was sought was submitted in accord with the relevant protocols in March.  The Secretary of State has issued his direction in accord with the Planning Regulations identifying those policies of the local plan that will continue to be saved under the provisions of the Act.  A full schedule of the policies of the local plan remain that in force, with statutory weight is attached for reference.

Policies not included in the schedule are not saved and cease to have any statutory weight.  Saved policies will continue to be saved pending their replacement through the Local Development Framework or if the Secretary of State issues a further direction to rescind any particular policy.

Previously Government Office have indicated that only the policy text is saved.  It has subsequently been clarified by the CLG department that associated reasoned justifications, tables and appendices necessary to operate the policies are also saved.
