An applicaƟon solely for the alteraƟon or extension of an exisƟng dwellinghouse; or 
works in the curƟlage of an exisƟng dwellinghouse (other than the erecƟon of a 
dwellinghouse) for the purpose of providing:   

 Means of access to or within it for a disabled person who is resident in it, or is 
proposing to take up residence in it; or  

 FaciliƟes designed to secure that person's greater safety, health or comfort  

An applicaƟon solely for the carrying out of the operaƟons for the purpose of 
providing a means of access for disabled persons to or within a building or premises to 
which members of the public are admiƩed  

If the applicaƟon relates to an alternate use of buildings or land within the same Use 
Class that requires planning permission only by the requirements of a condiƟon 
imposed on a permission granted or deemed to be granted under Part 3 of the Town 
and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended)  

If the applicaƟon is for a lawful development cerƟficate, for exisƟng use, where an 
applicaƟon for planning permission for the same development would be exempt 
from the need to pay a planning fee under any other planning fee regulaƟon  
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If the applicaƟon is for consent to display an adverƟsement which results from a 
direcƟon under RegulaƟon 7 of the 2007 RegulaƟons, dis-applying deemed consent 
under RegulaƟon 6 to the adverƟsement in quesƟon  

If the applicaƟon relates to a condiƟon or condiƟons on an applicaƟon for Listed Building 
Consent or planning permission for relevant demoliƟon in a ConservaƟon Area  

If the applicaƟon is for a CerƟficate of Lawfulness of Proposed Works to a listed building  

If an applicaƟon for planning permission (for which a fee is payable) being made by 
the same applicant on the same date for the same site, buildings or land as the prior 
approval applicaƟon (for larger home extensions, addiƟonal storeys on a home, or 
change of uses)  

ReducƟons to payments  

If the applicaƟon is being made on behalf of a non-profit making sports club for works for 
playing fields not involving buildings then the fee is capped at £588  

If the applicaƟon is being made on behalf of a parish or community council then the 
fee is 50%  

If the applicaƟon is an alternaƟve proposal being submiƩed on the same site by the same 
applicant on the same day, where this applicaƟon is of lesser cost then the fee is 50%   

If two or more applicaƟons are submiƩed for different proposals by the same 
applicant on the same day and relaƟng to the same site then you must pay the fee 
for the highest fee plus half sum of the others  

Fees for cross boundary applicaƟons  

Where an applicaƟon crosses one or more local or district planning authoriƟes.  
• The amount due is usually 150% of the ‘single’ fee that would have been payable for 
the proposed development (as if there had only been one applicaƟon to a single 
authority covering the enƟre site); unless  
• The ‘total’ fee (the sum total of each separately calculated fee for each part of 
the development within each authority’s boundary) is smaller. In which case this 
‘total’ fee is the fee due 
In either case, the fee should be paid to the authority that contains the larger part 
of the applicaƟon site within its boundary
